Once mussels are harvested, 
they are placed in large bags which are completely sealed and 
then transported back to shore where it is then processed at 
the processing facility. The washing of vessels after operations 
was observed during the site inspection to be within the 
existing lease to ensure no spat/mussels fall off the vessel 
outside leased areas.

There was one complaint regarding concerns around mussel 
spatfall which is detailed in Condition E5.

- In some cases, notification to DPI Fisheries of spat 
translocation was less than 48 hours due to having to make 
weather dependant changes to the collection plan at the last 
minute. As per an email from DPI Fisheries dated 9/3/21, DPI 
Fiswheries confirmed it was acceptable to send a group SMS to 
the Fisheries Officers if within 48 hours.

		C8		Prior to the Operation of Leases 2 and 3, the Proponent shall consult with RMS regarding the minimum number of buoys that shall remain in the water for each longline when they are not stocked. The Proponent
shall implement RMS's recommendations, to the satisfaction of the Secretary.

		C9		Prior to deployment, the Proponent shall update the Support Buoy Protocol (in the draft EMP), to the satisfaction of the Secretary, to include the mitigation measures described in conditions C4, C5, C6 and CB.
